Her broader service includes work
with the General Assembly Permanent Judicial Commission, Regional Resource Person for the Theological Education Fund
in the Synod of the Trinity, participation on the Synod’s Campus Ministry Task Force, and service as a synod commissioner.
Ellie received a Bachelor of Science in biology at Muskingum College and a Master of Divinity from Pittsburgh Theological
Seminary. She resides on a farm in Carmichaels, PA with husband Dr. Eric Kelley and two daughters.
